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CROW WING COUNTY RECYCLING DROP SITES 

Crow Wing County has 12 recycling drop sites that are available for use to all residents of Crow 
Wing County.

 Mission Township – 29474 County Rd 3, Merrifield – Mission Town Hall
 Ideal Township – 33503 West Island Lake Dr. (South of County Rd 16), Pequot Lakes
 Crosslake – 34363 County Rd 3, Crosslake Roll-Off
 Emily – 39775 Broadway, Emily
 Crow Wing Township – 6930 Cuyuna Ave, Brainerd - Crow Wing Town Hall
 Center Township – 24491 CO Rd 19, Merrifield
 Crow Wing County Landfill – 15728 State Highway 210, Brainerd

The recycling programs accept: glass, plastic (numbers 1 through 6 listed on the rectangle on the 
bottom of the containers; this does not include bottle caps), aluminum, cardboard, paper products 
(office paper, colored, glossy, news prints, cereal and pop containers, phone books), and metal 
cans. Residents are asked to flatten cardboard boxes, plastic containers, aluminum cans and metal 
cans in order to utilize as much space as possible in the bins. 

These cities offer curbside recycling strictly for their residents - Baxter, Brainerd, Breezy Point, 
Pequot Lakes and Ironton.  

Crow Wing County receives funding from the SCORE grant received from the State of Minnesota 
each year. In return, 100% of this funding plus another 50% that comes from the Solid Waste 
Assessment is passed on to Cities and Townships within the county to fund their recycling 
programs. 

The Land Services Department is committed to providing excellent customer service while helping 
residents and our local businesses make wise choices that protect Crow Wing County’s 
extraordinary natural resources.
