HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE DISPOSAL  
 
The Crow Wing County Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) facility will be closed until further 
notice. However, there are other options for residents to dispose of certain materials.  
 
Paint can be disposed of at participating local businesses. Please visit www.paintcare.org for a 
list of participating business. If you plan to take leftover paint to a drop-off location, please follow 
these precautions: 

• Contact the location prior to drop off to confirm hours and availability 
• Do not use these drop sites if you are sick or at high risk for contacting illness 
• Follow the CDC’s recommendations for protecting yourself www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-

ncov/prepare/prevention.html 

Do NOT dispose of household hazardous waste with your regular garbage. Please bring items to 
an alternative drop site or hold on to them until our HHW facility is open again.  
 
The Landfill remains open to the public regular hours, Monday through Saturday 8 am to 5 pm. All 
residents entering the landfill must remain in their vehicles and wait for staff to assist them.
